With its population of 320,000 inhabitants, the capital of the Moravia-Silesia region, Ostrava, is the third largest city
inthe Czech Republic. Divided into 23 districts covering 214 km2, and with a dense urban transport network, the
3 Oct 2008 city is located at the heart of an important communications interchange.

We undertake to work over the next three years to reduce accident rates on major roads and raise awareness
among children about road safety rules through the following actions:
* Road safety training for primary school cyclists on game-based learning circuits.
Each year, all of the students in years 3 (2,950 students) and 5 (3,050 students) will participate in these
activities; a total of 6,000 students will be trained annually.
Each training session will last for five hours and will include a theoretical and a practical part. The theoretical
part will last for three hours and will deal with the following themes: the Highway Code, signposts, cycling
regulations, and bicycle maintenance.
The practical session will last for two hours and will be used to verify the proper acquisition of knowledge
gained on the game-based learning circuits.

* Organisation of an annual competition to stimulate children's road safety knowledge

This competition is made up of three stages: 1. School, 2. District; 3. City.

Each year, one third of the students from each of the city's primary school classes will take part in the
competition (approximately 4,800 students will be involved).

* Road safety awareness activities among nursery school children

The training will take place in one of the city's nursery schools equipped with a game-based learning circuit,
and will involve approximately 50 nursery school classes (750 children). The training will be based on
explaining good behaviour to the children, both as pedestrians and as users of urban transport modes.
